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DRESS AND APPEARANCE
2011-2012 DRESS CODE

St. Therese Academy believes that a student's appearance has a direct effect on his/her attitude and
behavior. The Dress Code has been designed so students understand that their manner of dress should
be appropriate to the serious nature of academic study. The required uniform must be purchased at Mills
or the St. Therese Academy store only.

GENERAL CLOTHING REQUIREMENTS

From the time a student appears on campus, it is their responsibility to be in dress code.
All clothing must be neat, clean and free from tears, cuts, and holes.
Shirts must be buttoned and tucked in.

All shorts and skirts must not be shorter than three inches from the middle of the knee. Any
alterations to the length of the skirts and shorts must conform to these guidelines.

Students must wear authorized attire during P.E. (Only PE shirts and shorts sold at the Student
Store)

Belts must be worn through belt loops. Buckles must be appropriate.

St. Therese Academy selections are the only allowed dress code items to be worn from Mills.

POLO SHIRTS — Polo shirts may be purchased at St. Therese Academy Student store only.

OUTERWEAR - All outerwear is considered part of the uniform. The only sweaters allowed must be
purchased at Mills. Sweatshirts and jackets must be purchased at the St. Therese Academy student
store.

SHOES - The primary upper color of the shoes must be black, brown or white. Shoes may have accent
colors of black, brown or white on the uppers only. Dress shoes, loafers, and tennis shoes ONLY are
acceptable. No mules or slip on style shoes without a full backstrap/healstrap are allowed. No hightops,
work or combat style boots, slippers/house shoes, Uggs, moccasins and shoes with skate wheels are not
allowed. Flip-flops may never be worn.

SOCKS — White socks only for both boys & girls. They must be over the ankle. No “peds” type socks are
acceptable. Tights may only be white.

HAIR — Hair must be neat and well groomed. No radical cut or style is acceptable; no coloring/bleaching,
of any kind, is allowed. Boys’ hair may not extend below the top of the collar. No Mohawk style is allowed.

JEWELRY - Girls may not wear more than one earring per ear. No necklaces or bracelets are allowed.
A watch is permitted.

BELTS — All boys grades 6-8 are required to wear a belt with their pants. Belts must be leather/canvas
dress belts in good condition.

SPIRIT DAY ATTIRE

Spirit Day will be assigned on designated days to bolster school spirit. Students may wear the regular
uniform or spirit day dress attire. Spirit day attire consists of a St. Therese Academy spirit T-shirt or
sweatshirt (a spirit shirt must be underneath). Students may also wear blue jean denim pants on Spirit
Day if they were a spirit shirt.

DRESS-UP DAY ATTIRE
St. Therese Academy has implemented Dress-Up Attire for Liturgies and special events. Required dress
for these days will consist of the following:

Boys:

All grades: Solid white, short or long sleeved, collared dress shirt. An STA sweater, sweater vest or
cardigan. Uniform long pants only. No shorts. Socks and dress shoes are required. No sport or tennis
shoes are acceptable.

Girls :

Grades K-5: Solid white blouse, short or long sleeved with either uniform jumper or either skort. If skort is
worn, it must be worn with either sweater vest or sweater. No shorts.

Grades 6-8: Solid white blouse, short or long sleeved, with either uniform skirt, sweater vest or long
sleeve sweater. No shorts. Dress shoes are required and they must have a heel strap. No sport or
tennis shoes are acceptable.

UNIFORM ENFORCEMENT POLICY

It is the parent's responsibility to ensure that their son/daughter is in uniform when arriving at school.
Students will be checked for uniform compliance throughout the day. Any student in violation of the dress
code is subject to the following:

1. Student is sent to the office.
2. Parents/Guardians will be called to bring proper garments.

3. Upon further violations, detentions will be issued.

SCHOOLREACH MESSAGING...
St. Therese Academy Telephone Broadcast Service

Dear Parent,

In our effort to improve communication between parents and school, St. Therese Academy is
implementing a telephone broadcast system that will enable school personnel to notify all households and
parents by phone within minutes of an emergency or unplanned event that causes early dismissal, school
cancellation or late start. The service will also be used from time-to-time to communicate general
announcements or reminders. This service is provided by SchoolReach, a company specializing in
school-to-parent communications.

When used, the service will call all phone numbers in our selected parent contact lists and will deliver a
recorded message from a school administrator. The service will deliver the message to both live answer
and answering machines. No answers (phones ringing over 40 sec.) and busies will be automatically
retried twice in fifteen minute intervals after the initial call.

PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING:

1) This requires NO registration by the parentont  he SchoolReach website.

2) All information and contact numbers are strictly secure and confidential and are only used for
the purposes described herein.

Here is some specific information you should know:

Caller ID: The Call ID will display 619-583-6270, which is the main
number for St. Therese Academy.

Live Answers: There is a short pause at the beginning of the message,
usually a few seconds. Answer your phone as you normally would;
“hello” and hold for the message to begin. Multiple “hellos” will delay the
message. Inform all family members who may answer your phone of this
process.

Answering Machines: The system will detect that your machine has answered and will play
the recording to your machine. The phone will ring for up to 40 seconds.
Make sure that your machine answers after four rings or you may miss
the message.

Message Repeat: At the end of the message you will be prompted to ‘press any key’ to
hear the message again. This is very helpful when a child answers the
phone and hands it to a parent, who can then ‘repeat’ the message in its
entirety.

SchoolReach, the service provider, uses the best available technology in the industry to detect the
difference between human answer and machine or voicemail answer.

Here's how detection works:

1. The system detects and measures the voice energy when the phone is answered.

2. The system measures this energy in combination with the background noise and line
impairments.

3. Ifthe system determines that it is a “live” answer, it will immediately start playing the
message.

4. If the system determines that it is @ machine, it will wait for three full seconds of silence
before playing the message with a maximum wait time of twenty seconds.

5. If the system cannot make a determination, it will default to answering machine thus requiring
several seconds of silence for the message to play. In this case, you may hear a prompt to
“press any key to hear the message immediately.”

Some reasons for false detection:

Loud background noise; television, radio, general noisy environment.

A cordless phone that has static or other foreign noise.

Not saying “hello” or repeatedly saying “hello”.

Cellular phones which, when called, have the ‘ringback tones’ music option.

Answering machine/voice mail greetings which are too long or have long pauses in speech.

What can be done to remedy this?

1. Do not say “hello” more than once. If the system detected your answer incorrectly, all noise
will reset the three-second counter.

2. If, after you answer, the message does not immediately play, cover the mouthpiece of the
phone to cutout all background noise. The message should begin after three seconds.

Please make every effort to provide the school with current and accurate phone information any time
there is a change to ensure that you do not miss important information.
